and operating a boat. 
 

The poster may be created using 
crayon, markers, paint (watercolor, 
oil, acrylic), ink, pencil, or computer. 
 

No wood, plastic, metal, glass or other 
breakable materials are allowed. 
 

Posters must be on quality poster 
board, illustration or tag board. No 
construction paper will be accepted 
unless neatly mounted on some kind 
of sturdy backing, 
 

Posters must be mailed flat or rolled in 
tubes. 

 
 
 
 

Judging will take place April 1 – 10, 2010. Entries 
will be reviewed by a local panel of judges that will 
select first, second, and third place winners in each 
of the three poster divisions.  
 

Judges will evaluate entries on the following: 
1. Originality, uniqueness, reflection of creative 

thinking 
2. Style, expression 
3. Attractiveness, use of color, artistic ability, 

amount of visual impact, etc.
