. Call to Order

a. Subcommittee updates

1. Hate-based Crimes and Antisemitic Incidents Subcommittee

to gather information from Jewish organizations and law enforcement. Members were invited to
provide names of organizations and individuals to be included in the survey.

Subcommittee Chair, Justin Weinstein-Tull reported that Assistant AG Chris Carlsen
provided some names of individuals who might like to be added to the subcommittee. Discussion
was had regarding potential deliverable and scope of research.
