COUNT 1: FIRST DEGREE PREMEDITATED MURDER, Class  1 Felony, in violation of A.R.S. § 13-1105

The Arizona State Grand Jury accuses, THOMAS DANIEL, charging on this 21st day of June, 2016, that in or from La Paz County, Arizona:
COUNT 1:  

FIRST DEGREE PREMEDITATED MURDER
On or about August 23, 2012, THOMAS DANIEL, intending or knowing that his conduct will cause death, THOMAS DANIEL caused the death of Linda Garrett, with premeditation, in violation of A.R.S. §§ 13-1101, 13-1105(A)(1), 13-704, 13-751, 13-752, 13-701, 13-702 and 13-801.
COUNT 2:  

ARSON OF AN OCCUPIED STRUCTURE

On or about August 23, 2012, THOMAS DANIEL, knowingly or unlawfully damaged an occupied structure by knowingly causing a fire or explosion, in violation of A.R.S. §§ 13-1701, 13-1704, 13-704, 13-701, 13-702 and 13-801.

The State further alleges this is a dangerous offense pursuant to A.R.S. § 13-704, involving the use of a dangerous instrument or the intentional or knowing infliction of serious physical injury.  

Pursuant to A.R.S. § 21-425, the State Grand Jurors find that the offenses described above were committed in La Paz County, Arizona.
