1. BACKGROUND:

The office acts as the largest public law firm in the state and top law
enforcement agency, representing and providing legal advice to most state agencies. The team of
advocates and attorneys enforce consumer protection and civil rights laws; and prosecutes
criminals charged with complex financial crimes and certain conspiracies involving illegal
activities. In addition, all appeals statewide from felony convictions are handled by the AGO. The
AGO has a distinct role due to its multi-jurisdictional capacity.

In order to continue meeting the public's expectations and keeping pace with the justice system's
ever-changing investigative demands, the AGO must strive to recruit and retain the highly
qualified talent necessary to manage the state's most diverse and dynamic legal practice.

In recent years, the AGO has faced significant challenges regarding staff retention and recruitment.
In FY22, the office experienced its highest turnover rate since FY17 at 27.5%. This resulted in the
departure of many highly skilled attorneys and legal staff. Recognizing the urgency of the
situation, the AGO took prompt and strategic action to mitigate the effects of this alarming trend.
To address this crisis, the measures below were implemented:

e FY2022 the AGO received a one-time $2M appropriation for attorney retention bonuses
from the Consumer Protection Consumer Revolving Fund

e FY2023 the AGO received a one-time $3M appropriation for retention bonuses to all
employees from the Consumer Protection Consumer Revolving Fund

e FY2024 the AGO launched the Student Loan Assistance Program to reimburse eligible
costs for student loan

o FY2025 the AGO provided retention bonuses using one-time vacancy savings

Furthermore, in FY23, the State implemented a 10% salary increase for all state employees. While
this increase was necessary, it still did not make salaries competitive compared to those offered by
other local government entities.

The AGO has implemented temporary measures such as retention payments, starting bonuses, and
the reallocation of funds to recruit for critical positions at a higher pay. These strategies have
proven to be successful as turnover for FY25 decreased to 14.96%. However, these strategies are
unfunded and cannot be sustained long term, nor are they an ideal solution. A more permanent
approach is necessary, aimed at increasing compensation to competitive levels with other

governmental entities performing similar roles. Having exhausted all resources, the AGO is
challenged to recruit qualified candidates to fulfill the critical duties that only the AGO can
address. The primary reason for this is that compensation packages are more competitive in other
governmental organizations like the Maricopa County Attorney’s Office.

As illustrated below the employee count at the AGO has decreased by 14% since 2019. While the
workforce has decreased the demands placed upon the AGO have remained placing an
unsustainable burden on existing staff. To maintain effective operations and prevent burnout, it's
essential to strengthen the workforce by filling existing vacancies. Achieving this will require a
competitive compensation package that reflects the value of employee contributions. Although
measures to mitigate turnover were implemented these have been temporary and pose a significant
risk. Without a permanent solution, the risk of reverting to high turnover rates is very likely which
would hinder the AGQO's ability to effectively investigate and prosecute critical cases.

High employee turnover is costly for the State. When an employee leaves, the organization not
only loses the time and resources invested in their training but also faces challenges in filling the
vacancy. The ongoing cycle of hiring and training shifts focus away from critical tasks. During the
period of vacancy, existing employees must take on additional responsibilities, which can lead to
backlogs. This situation is not sustainable in the long run.

Inflation:

The cost of living has been increasing and while the cost for basic necessities such as food and
housing has increased compensation has not kept pace. In FY23, a 10% salary increase was passed
statewide. However, by that time, inflation had escalated by 29.3% compared to 2018. As a result,
the salary increase covered only a fraction of the financial burden faced by every state employee
in Arizona's metropolitan areas. Furthermore, since the statewide increase, costs have continued
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to rise with inflation increasing by an additional 3.4% from 2023 to June 2025. It's clear that the
current compensation structure is insufficient to meet the needs of employees facing these ongoing
economic challenges.

Attorney Pay Plan:

Attorneys litigate complex cases and brings actions on behalf of the state for violations of the
Arizona Consumer Fraud Act, enforcement of antitrust laws, Arizona Civil Rights Act, and
defends the state in all proceedings in the Supreme Court.

A major factor contributing to the workforce challenges is the competitive disparity in salaries.
Attorneys at the AGO earn approximately 25% less than those at the Maricopa County Attorney's
Office (MCAO), and this gap widens with increased experience. The midpoint salary for a starting
attorney at the MCAO is $105,200, whereas the average starting salary at the AGO is $80,000.
When compared to City of Phoenix salaries, the disparity is even more pronounced. The minimum
salary for an attorney in the City of Phoenix is $207,126, and the minimum salary for the Chief
Assistant City Attorney is $177,445. This stark salary disparity places AGO attorneys at a
significant disadvantage compared to others in similar roles. Addressing this compensation gap is
essential to retaining talent and ensuring a motivated workforce.

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Special Agents:

Salary ranges for special agents are not keeping pace with comparable law enforcement
investigative agencies. Criminal cases are highly complex in nature and can take years to resolve.
This requires agents to remain within the office to continue to work on these critical matters. When
an agent leaves a case, it must be transferred to another agent who already has an exhaustive
workload. The AGO is relentless in its pursuit of justice, investigating and prosecuting individuals
involved in serious criminal activities, such as fraud schemes, trafficking, drug production, money
laundering, Medicaid fraud, and elder abuse. The AGO is committed to protecting Arizonans from
criminal threats. The FY26 budget included a 5% salary increase for agents, despite this
adjustment salaries remain lower than those offered by other agencies providing similar services
and lack the incentives that other law enforcement agencies offer. For instance, the Phoenix Police
Department (PPD) offers a structured salary increase of 5% annually for nine years, potentially
reaching a salary of up to $107,827 by the ninth year for their police officers. In contrast, many
AGO investigators have been with the office for over ten years and earn a salary of $74,800,
resulting in a staggering 44% salary disparity. Additionally, the PPD offers hiring incentives of
$7,500, a tool that attracts qualified candidates. While the AGO attempts to provide hiring
incentives whenever possible, financial constraints limit its ability to offer these incentives to all
new investigator hires. It's crucial to address these disparities to attract and retain the talented
professionals our communities rely on for safety and justice.

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Legal Staff:

The pay disparity is consistent across the AGO. The legal support staff who also serve a critical
role in the office are also compensated well below other entities. Legal staff provide legal support
and handle a variety of tasks, such as but not limited to, the preparation of pleadings, motions,
legal forms, and other administrative duties. The average compensation for all legal staff positions

are well under the compensation provided by PPD & MCAO as illustrated in the chart below.

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As local governmental entities continue to pay experienced attorneys and legal staff higher salaries
and provide more extensive and comprehensive benefits, the AGO will continue to lose talented
employees at an unacceptable rate. The institutional knowledge and deep understanding of client
agency specific needs lost by the AGO are neither fungible nor interchangeable with another
attorney in the near-term; this is not a simple solution that is fixed by solely hiring or at least
attempting to hire as that has proven unsuccessful. Each time an employee resigns, the workload
must be absorbed by another employee who must now bear the additional duties in addition to
their existing workload. This is a staggering issue as wages remain low but workload increases to
unmanageable levels.

2. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROBLEM:

The AGO is facing workforce challenges driven by a large pay gap that impedes its ability to
recruit new talent and to maintain experienced attorneys and support staff. The AGO’s most
valuable asset is its employees and while the AGO has made great efforts to retain existing
employees and also recruit the best employee talent in order to provide the best services to the
people of Arizona the office has now exhausted all viable options. The State deserves to have the
best and brightest resources and not continue to lose talent to local governmental agencies solely
because higher compensation is offered.

3. PROPOSED SOLUTION TO THE PROBLEM

To reduce turnover and recruit talent the AGO is requesting a 5% salary increase for all employees
who perform critical duties to service the State of Arizona. FTE positions are funded by the
numerous fund sources within the AGO, below is a request breakdown of the appropriation amount
per fund. These figures include agencies that currently have an Interagency Service Agreement,
this is reported in the Interagency Service Agreement Fund. Subsequently, the AGO has FTE
positions funded from Special Line Items in other State Agency budgets. These include
Department of Child Safety, Department of Economic Security, and Department of Transportation.
The AGO requests to increase the SLI in these respective agencies to adequately fund salary
increases.

4. ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED AND REASONS FOR REJECTION:

Do Nothing. This will create a continuous turnover rate that is not manageable, and allowing the
current situation to continue is unacceptable and unhealthy for the organization. The constant
turnover of staff creates delays in investigations and prosecutions of serious criminal and civil
matters that jeopardize the best interest of Arizonans.

Self-Fund. The AGO has utilized internal resources to adjust salaries whenever and wherever
possible while minimizing long-term impacts to existing staff levels. This has been a microscopic
relief and is not a long-term sustainable solution. The AGO’s budget is simply unable to sustain
major increases with existing funding levels.

5. IMPACT OF NOT FUNDING THIS FISCAL YEAR:

Without the ability to improve employee pay and bring pay parity with other local governments
the AGO will continue to see high turnover rates impacting the ability to serve and bring justice to
Arizonans.

6. ANNUALIZATION:
This request is not a one-time funding requirement and will continue on an annual basis.
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TITLE: FENTANYL PROSECUTION INCREASE
PRIORITY: 2
1. BACKGROUND:

The Arizona Attorney General’s Office (AGO) works in collaboration with local, state, and federal
partners to combat fentanyl tracking and distribution through aggressive enforcement and
prosecution. The AGO also coordinates anti-fentanyl efforts across Arizona focusing in four key
areas: (1) prevention; (2) prosecution; (3) education and awareness; and (4) treatment. The AGO
in collaboration with community partners has put on programs like Arizona’s Fentanyl Forum that
focuses on combatting the fentanyl epidemic, addressing fentanyl in prisons, and supporting best
practices for harm reduction and treatment. Through its partnerships, the AGO has been
instrumental in removing millions of fentanyl-laced pills and fentanyl powder from the community
and in preventing distribution throughout the United States. For example, since 2023, the AGO
has taken off the street and prosecuted cases involving 21.9 million fentanyl pills and 175 pounds
of fentanyl powder, enough fentanyl to kill over 39 million people.

Arizona stands at the epicenter for America’s opioid crisis. More than 50% of the fentanyl coming
into this country flows through Arizona’s international ports of entry, gets repackaged and
redistributed within Arizona, and is sent to the rest of the nation. The AGO combats the
transnational criminal organizations trafficking fentanyl, other illegal narcotics, and the money
used by working proactively with state and federal law enforcement partners. These cases often
involve document-intensive disclosure, hundreds of hours of video surveillance, body worn
cameras, wiretaps, interviews, and large phone downloads.

In addition to criminal prosecutions, AGO attorneys who manage civil forfeiture matters disrupt
and dismantle criminal drug organizations through the investigation of drug crimes and
prosecuting civil lawsuits against the people and property engaged in that conduct. The AGO seeks
money judgments and judgments forfeiting proceeds and property derived from and dedicated to
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the illegal activity. The general purpose of these cases is to remediate the economic injury caused
by the profit-motivated crimes, and the specific purposes are to compensate victims for their
economic loss, divest the offenders of the proceeds and property gained and used in the illegal
activity, and to re-purpose funds to law enforcement for additional investigations, prosecutions,
operations and programs that protect the public. The AGO works with many federal, state and
local law enforcement partners to accomplish this. These dynamic fits the strategic purpose of
programs targeting threats like fentanyl trafficking and its negative and even fatal impact on
Arizona’s citizens and legitimate commerce.

The AGO is managing a rapidly expanding drug caseload, largely driven by the surge in fentanyl-
related investigations and prosecutions. In FY25, the AGO charged 796 defendants, this is more
than double from the charges in FY19 at 283. This staggering increase illustrates the explosive
growth in the volume of fentanyl being trafficked into Arizona and prosecuted by the AGO. This
request directly supports Arizona’s commitment to combating the opioid epidemic and aligns with
national efforts to dismantle fentanyl trafficking networks.

In FY19, the AGO addressed the alarming issue of fentanyl by charging cases that involved three
pounds of fentanyl powder. Fast forward to FY24, and the situation has intensified dramatically,
with the AGO now charging cases that encompass a staggering 101 pounds of fentanyl powder.
The increase in the number of fentanyl pills is equally striking; in FY'19, there were 179,758 pills
implicated in AGO charges, while in FY24, that number has increased to over 14 million pills.
This exponential growth highlights the escalating fentanyl crisis and the urgent need for continued
vigilance and action.

Fentanyl Pills & Powder Case Involvement
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This again is a staggering increase that highlights the exponential rise in trafficking and the
growing scale of the fentanyl threat to citizens of the State of Arizona.
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As described above, Arizona is facing a fentanyl crisis of unprecedented scale. The number of
defendants charged by the AGO has nearly tripled in just six years, yet staffing levels remain
stagnant. Without immediate support, our ability to protect communities and hold traffickers
accountable is at risk.

Corollary to this is an increase in forfeiture cases based on drug investigations and prosecutions.

e In FY24, the AGO opened 81 forfeiture cases
e InFY25, the AGO opened 98 forfeiture cases

The rise in forfeiture case openings occurred most noticeably in cases submitted by the law
enforcement agencies that conduct drug interdiction investigations (e.g. DPS), mid-level and high-
level long-term drug investigations (e.g. MCSO/MCDST Task Force; Tempe PD wiretaps), and
smaller agencies with agents assigned to task forces (Scottsdale PD). Due to legislative changes
enacted in 2021 that make asset forfeiture cases inter-related with and dependent upon companion
criminal prosecutions, it is reasonable to expect that a significant increase in case investigations
and prosecutions due to the proposed fentanyl strategy will cause a significant increase in asset
forfeiture cases and demands on forfeiture resources and personnel from the investigation stage,
to seizure, case filing, final judgment, liquidation of forfeited assets, and allocation of resulting
funds to support further investigations and prosecutions. Asset forfeiture is meant to be a strategic
component of a targeted approach to combating particular crime issues such as the fentanyl threat.

Additional support staff'is also necessary to assist prosecutors with higher caseloads. For example,
current paralegal staffing is still handling the additional redaction burden created by the increased
use of body-worn cameras, larger phone downloads, and increased surveillance footage. This issue
is compounded by the increase in fentanyl cases making it harder for a single paralegal to cover
the caseload of multiple attorneys. These issues together necessitate additional staffing. Civil
forfeiture cases are subject to these same redaction requirements, but is able to avoid redundancy
by coordinating common case tasks with the prosecution staff in areas of redaction and disclosure;
however, forfeiture attorneys are subject to complying with these requirements in areas that are in
excess of and do not overlap with criminal case disclosures.

2. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROBLEM:

The AGO is grappling with an unprecedented surge in drug-related criminal activity, particularly
fueled by the rapid proliferation of fentanyl trafficking throughout the state. Since FY19, the
number of defendants charged in drug cases has nearly tripled, reflecting the growing complexity
and scale of narcotics operations targeting Arizona as a major distribution corridor.

This explosion in caseload has severely strained the AGO’s existing infrastructure. Prosecutors,
investigators, and support staff are overwhelmed, often managing workloads far beyond
sustainable levels. Despite the dramatic increase in prosecutions, staffing levels have remained
stagnant, creating bottlenecks in case processing, delaying justice, and undermining the office’s
ability to pursue high-level traffickers and organized crime networks.
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The consequences are far-reaching. Delayed prosecutions mean dangerous individuals remain on
the streets longer, increasing the risk to public safety and eroding community trust in the justice
system. Additionally, the lack of resources hampers the AGO’s ability to coordinate with federal,
state, and local law enforcement agencies—weakening Arizona’s overall response to the fentanyl
crisis. Without immediate investment in personnel and operational support, the AGO’s capacity to
investigate, prosecute, and dismantle drug trafficking organizations will continue to erode. This
not only threatens the safety of Arizona residents, but also risks turning the state into a permanent
stronghold for fentanyl distribution across the Southwest.

3. PROPOSED SOLUTION TO THE PROBLEM:

The fentanyl epidemic is far too expansive and complex to be managed by a single prosecutor or
prosecution team. To meet the growing demand, all attorneys and support staff handling drug cases
will be required to absorb additional fentanyl-related prosecutions. This strategic redistribution
will allow the AGO to respond more effectively to the crisis by spreading non-fentanyl drug cases
across both existing personnel and newly added staff. This approach ensures broader coverage,
reduces bottlenecks, and strengthens our overall capacity to pursue high-impact prosecutions while
maintaining momentum on other critical drug enforcement efforts.

The AGO requests an appropriation of $1,696,900 from the General Fund on an ongoing basis to
add 3 prosecutors, 2 investigators and 4 support staff, which will allow the AGO to prosecute more
fentanyl distributors and reduce case backlogs, accelerate charging decisions, and increase
conviction rates—ultimately saving lives and strengthening public safety.

4. ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED AND REASONS FOR REJECTION:

¢ Do nothing: —rejected as this will result in failure to investigate and prosecute criminals -
rejected as the Attorney General is responsible to investigate and prosecute a number of
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criminal offenses, including drug trafficking and conspiracies. Crime is rising and the
citizens of Arizona must be protected.

e Increase prosecutorial, special agents, and support staff caseloads: - rejected as
prosecutors, special agents and support staff already have substantial caseloads. As a result,

the AGO will have to decrease existing investigations and prosecutions.

o Fail to Investigate: — rejected because the harm of this type of crime cannot be undone.
These crimes will lead to Arizona citizens being exposed to drug traffickers and higher

crime rates.

e Maintain a large backlog of cases: — intentionally prioritized in the State’s best interest

to ensure thorough investigation, prosecution, and conviction of drug traffickers. Allowing
these individuals to remain on the streets, distributing fentanyl to users and risking
exposure to innocent victims, is not an acceptable alternative.

5. IMPACT OF NOT FUNDING THIS FISCAL YEAR:

Failure to fund this request will place additional burden on a prosecution system already straining
at an unacceptable level to investigate and prosecute criminal cases.

Failure to adequately fund this request will send the message to the criminal elements and innocent
victims that Arizona will continue to be an open frontier for this type of criminal activity.

Failure to fund this request will allow hardened criminals to continue facilitate fentanyl trafficking.
Behind every case is a family devastated by addiction, a community shaken by overdose deaths,
and a system struggling to keep pace.

6. ANNUALIZATION:

This request is not a one-time funding requirement and will continue on an annual basis.
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TITLE: HUMAN TRAFFICKING TASK FORCE
PRIORITY: 3
1. BACKGROUND:

The Arizona Attorney General's Office (AGO) is deeply committed to eradicating human
trafficking across the State of Arizona. Through a comprehensive, multi-pronged approach, the
AGO actively engages in:

o Criminal Investigations: Conducting targeted operations to identify trafficking networks,
apprehend perpetrators, and rescue victims.

o Prosecutions: Pursuing justice through aggressive legal action against traffickers, ensuring
accountability and deterrence.

o Public Awareness Campaigns: Educating communities, schools, and vulnerable
populations about the signs of trafficking and how to report it.

o Strategic Partnerships: Collaborating with local law enforcement, state agencies, federal
task forces, tribal governments, and nonprofit organizations to create a unified front against
trafficking.

This integrated strategy positions the AGO as a central force in Arizona’s fight against human
trafficking. The office’s efforts are guided by a victim-centered philosophy, ensuring that survivors
receive the support and protection they need while traffickers face the full weight of the law.

Human Trafficking is the second largest criminal enterprise worldwide and is one of the most
dangerous and growing threats to children in Arizona. The metropolitan area of Phoenix is ranked
as one of the top human trafficking jurisdictions in the country per the Department of Justice. The
AGO is deeply committed to aggressively pursuing cases involving sex trafficking, child sex
trafficking, the sexual exploitation of minors, and illegal enterprises—including money
laundering—Ilinked to trafficking networks. The creation of this Task Force strengthens the AGO’s
ability to actively investigate and prosecute these crimes in close partnership with law enforcement
agencies across Arizona. Recent investigations and collaboration with local law enforcement
agencies, highlight the AGO’s growing capacity to tackle complex, multi-jurisdictional cases and
reinforces our unwavering dedication to dismantling trafficking operations at every level. To
sustain this momentum, long-term funding is critical. Continued investment in investigative teams,
victim support services, and prosecutorial resources is essential to safeguarding Arizona’s most
vulnerable citizens and ensuring justice is served.
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The AGO currently has three active large-scale human trafficking investigations. In addition, the
AGO organized and completed a human trafficking operation at a casino on a reservation that
included federal, state, local, and tribal law enforcement agencies. This operation was the first of
its kind for the AGO and Arizona, which will help to motivate other state and local agencies to
partner if an AGO Human Trafficking Task Force is formed. The AGO also has two cases from
Homeland Security Investigations (HSI), one of which is a charged case pending trial and a second
is currently an investigation.

The AGO has participated in several investigations in the past three to five years, including an
investigation that resulted in a wiretap investigation and ultimate prosecution. For example: State
v. Robert Hood involved a case who was trafficking minor runaways throughout Arizona. He was
convicted and sentenced to 108 years in prison. Also, the AGO prosecuted multiple massage parlor
cases where the defendants were transporting undocumented Asian women for sex trafficking.

The AGO is the most appropriate and capable agency to lead the state’s efforts in combatting
human trafficking. The AGO’s statutory authority, specialized expertise, and statewide reach make
it uniquely qualified to coordinate a comprehensive response. The AGO serves as the state’s lead
prosecutor for Racketeer Influenced and Corrupt Organizations (RICO) offenses, which
encompasses human smuggling, child sex trafficking, sex trafficking, and trafficking of persons
for forced labor or services.

The AGO is the only state entity with the legal jurisdiction to create and manage a statewide
Human Trafficking Task Force. This task force integrates attorneys, investigators, support staff
and victim advocates. Human trafficking survivors often endure complex trauma rooted in in their
life experiences and victimization, which can make interactions with law enforcement and
prosecution challenging. The intricate nature of trafficking victimization calls for a holistic,
comprehensive service approach, involving collaboration and coordination from a multi-
disciplinary team to address victims’ needs and prevent re-victimization. An advocate in the AGO
task force would work with network partners in a trauma-informed and victim-centered manner,
especially when victims are hesitant about prosecution.

The AGO possesses dedicated resources that enhance our ability to investigate and prosecute
trafficking cases, including:

e advanced forensic and digital investigation tools;

¢ intelligence-sharing networks with federal and local agencies;

e legal expertise in trafficking statutes and victim protection laws; and

e established partnerships with non-profit organizations and service providers.

In addition, Special Agent Heidi Chance, who is a known national law enforcement expert on
human trafficking investigations, is employed by the AGO. SA Chance will lead Arizona’s battle
against human trafficking. Her experience includes over 20 years as a detective at Phoenix Police
Department (PPD) where she was instrumental in developing PPD’s Human Enforcement Anti-
Trafficking (HEAT) squad.
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Most human trafficking operation are started proactively by agents who are human trafficking
experts. However, the AGO also partners with national and state human trafficking awareness
groups including, The Center for Human Trafficking; The International Human Trafficking
Network; The Arizona Anti-Trafficking Network; Not in Our City; and The Arizona Governors
Human Trafficking Task Force to name a few. All of these organizations will provide tips to the
AGO Human Trafficking Task Force.

Additionally, human trafficking investigations are very manpower intensive requiring hours of
surveillance, the use of technical surveillance equipment at the same conducting a financial
investigation on the traffickers. Presently, the AGO’s one dedicated agent, must rely on other
agents with burdensome caseloads to assist operationally.

Funding would enable the AGO to establish a dedicated Human Trafficking Task Force — a
multidisciplinary team focused on:

o identifying and rescuing victims

e coordinating investigations across jurisdictions

o prosecuting traffickers with specialized legal expertise

e connecting survivors to trauma-informed care and support

This task force would transform Arizona’s capacity to combat trafficking, protect vulnerable
populations, and deliver justice.

2. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROBLEM:

The AGO does not have sufficient staffing to adequately investigate and prosecute human
trafficking cases. Currently, the AGO has assigned one Special Agent and a fraction of one
prosecutor position to handle human trafficking cases. While the AGO has statewide jurisdiction,
our ability to successfully handle these matters is hampered due to lack of resources.

3. PROPOSED SOLUTION TO THE PROBLEM

The AGO needs a dedicated human trafficking team to aggressively investigate and prosecute
these crimes.

The AGO is proposing an appropriation increase from the General Fund of $2,343,100 and 10 FTE
positions to establish a Human Trafficking Task Force. The positions include:

Human trafficking is a complex and deeply damaging crime that requires more than scattered
responses — it demands focused, sustained coordination. Arizona’s diverse and expansive
geography presents unique challenges in preventing and prosecuting these crimes. Without
additional funding, the AGO’s ability to protect communities remains limited by personnel and
capacity.

A fully funded Human Trafficking Task Force would:

e increase the number and speed of trafficking investigations;

e improve inter-agency collaboration and intelligence-sharing;

o provide urgently needed legal and social support for victims; and

o enhance prosecution outcomes and long-term deterrence.

This investment will not only expand Arizona’s enforcement capabilities — it will affirm the
state’s commitment to justice, dignity, and safety for all residents.

4. ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED AND REASONS FOR REJECTION:

¢ Do nothing: — this will result in failure to investigate and prosecute criminals - rejected as
the Attorney General is responsible to investigate and prosecute a number of criminal

offenses, including drug trafficking and conspiracies. Crime is rising and the citizens of

Arizona must be protected.

e Expanding existing staff roles: - rejected as existing personnel are already operating at
full capacity, managing complex cases. Adding responsibilities would dilute effectiveness,
delay case resolution, and risk burnout of already low-paid AGO staff members.
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e Relying Solely on Local Law Enforcements Agencies: — rejected as local agencies often
lack specialized training, resources, or jurisdictional reach to address complex trafficking
networks. Fragmented efforts lead to inconsistent victim support and limited prosecution

SuUCCess.

5. IMPACT OF NOT FUNDING THIS FISCAL YEAR:

Arizona is facing a statewide law enforcement staffing crisis, which has severely impacted efforts
to combat human trafficking. Due to ongoing shortages in personnel across nearly all local and
regional law enforcement agencies, existing human trafficking task forces are: understaffed;
unstaffed or inactive; and in some cases, non-existent.

Arizona commitment of law enforcement resources is lower than most states because of the law
enforcement vacancies across the state. As far as incidents of human trafficking, based on the total
human trafficking cases identified in 2023, Arizona has the 14th highest human trafficking rates
in the United States. See Human Trafficking Statistics by State 2025.

6. ANNUALIZATION:

This request is not a one-time funding requirement and will continue on an annual basis.

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TITLE: CIVIL RIGHTS FUNDING AND PERSONNEL

PRIORITY: 4

1. BACKGROUND:

Arizona law requires the Attorney General’s Division of Civil Rights Section (DCRS) to
investigate all jurisdictional civil rights claims filed in its office. The Civil Rights Division,
through its investigators and administrators, must investigate all claims of discrimination in voting
(A.R.S. § 41-1471), housing (A.R.S. § 41-1491.09), employment (A.R.S. § 41-1481), public
accommodations (A.R.S. § 41-1471), and claims of discrimination based on disability (A.R.S. §
41-1492.09). The DCRS is the only state enforcement agency empowered by the legislature to
eliminate discrimination, enforce the Arizona Civil Rights Act (ACRA), and protect Arizonans
from unlawful discrimination. These laws reflect a longstanding commitment by Arizona to protect
its residents from unlawful discrimination. The Civil Rights Division is the only state entity with
the authority and specialized knowledge to effectively investigate these allegations and prosecute
discrimination when it is found.

Currently, the Civil Rights Division is comprised of 35 FTE positions to cover the entire state,
consisting of 15 investigators and 2 investigative managers; 8 attorneys; and 10 total
administrative, support, and conflict resolution staff.

To accomplish its mandate, the Division has conflict resolution staff to attempt to resolve cases
when the discrimination allegation is made, investigators to determine if there is reasonable cause
to believe that discrimination has occurred if mediation fails, attorneys to provide legal advice and
resolve cases through settlement or litigation cases when discrimination is found, and
administrators to facilitate all of these processes. Investigators must complete investigations in a
timely manner even if there is a significant increase in the number of cases filed with the Arizona
Civil Rights Division. A.R.S. § 41-1481(D) (“In no event shall any [employment] action be
brought pursuant to this article more than one year after the charge to which the action relates has
been filed.”); A.R.S. §§ 41-1491.24(B) and (C) (the division ‘“shall complete [a housing]
investigation not later than one hundred days after the date the complaint is filed, or if it is unable
to complete the investigation within this period, shall dispose of all proceedings related to the
investigation not later than one year after the date the complaint is filed” and if unable to do so,
must notify the parties for the reasons for the delay.”). The Civil Rights Division’s statutory
obligations are absolute; they do not bend due to an increase in the housing, voting, or employment
needs of Arizonans or the state’s financial burdens.

Where possible, the DCR seeks to resolve disputes through early resolution. In FY2025, 136
discrimination cases were resolved through mediation, conciliation, or litigation settlements. As a
result of these resolution efforts, the Arizona Civil Rights Division obtained approximately
$2,255,904.44 in monetary relief for aggrieved parties, in addition to a wide variety of injunctive
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relief to proactively alleviate future potential civil rights violations. Each case investigated by the
Civil Rights Division can include several different allegations of discrimination, all of which must
be investigated.

Over fifty years ago, Arizona’s legislative body made a bi-partisan promise to Arizona residents
to protect them from unlawful discrimination when it passed the Arizona Civil Rights Act and
authorized the Civil Rights Division to enforce Arizona’s civil rights laws. To fulfill this promise
a sustainable and reliable funding source for the Civil Rights Division is necessary.

Program Funding:
General Fund

The Civil Rights Division budget includes $1,589,200 of state General Funds. $705,800 of the
state General Funds are used to satisfy the federal requirement that the Civil Rights Division
provide a 20% maintenance of effort match to continue to receive funds from the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development.

U.S. Department, Office of Housing Fair Housing & Equal opportunity (FHAP)

Arizona residents can dual-file a housing complaint with the Civil Rights Division and HUD
because the Civil Rights Division is a designated Fair Housing Assistance Program (“FHAP”).
Through the AGO’s cooperative agreement with HUD, the Civil Rights Division obtains between
$589k and $709k to protect Arizona residents from housing discrimination. Funds are used for
the Civil Rights Division’s investigations, litigation, training, education, outreach, and technical
assistance. The HUD cooperative agreements allow the AGO to be reimbursed based on the
number of intakes, mediations, conciliations, charge resolutions, and litigation. These
reimbursements are pre-set based on a formulary grant, regardless of increased cost to the AGO
for providing these services. Additionally, the AGO is required to provide a match of 20% utilizing
state funds as a maintenance of effort.

U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission (EEOC)

Employees in Arizona must file with the Civil Rights Division and/or the EEOC to exhaust
administrative remedies to preserve the employee’s rights. The AGO has a workshare agreement
with the EEOC to allow Arizona employees to dual-file a charge of discrimination with the Civil
Rights Division and the EEOC. The workshare agreement reimburses the AGO for charge
resolutions and intake services at a fixed price based on a federal budget or formulary. The amount
received from the EEOC has ranged from $370k to $486k over the past 5 years. This agreement
does not require the State to provide any matching funds; however, the funds allotted by the EEOC
do not reimburse the AGO for the actual cost of the Civil Rights Division’s services.
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Below is the breakdown of the past 5 years of HUD and EEOC federal funding for the Civil Rights
Division. Notably, these agreements are reimbursements for work completed, accordingly, the
AGO must fund the Civil Rights Division prior to any Federal reimbursement receipt.

As seen below, this funding structure puts CRD in a structural deficit caused by the difference
between available Federal funding and the actual amount required to fund the Civil Rights
Division’s work. For a number of years, the AGO has relied on carry forward (cash) balances in
the federal funds to offset this deficit; however, the federal cash from prior years will be depleted
by FY27.

In FY2024, the AGO submitted a threefold request to address critical needs in DCR:

1. Salary adjustments for staff retention efforts and to address the pay disparity
Increase staffing levels to bring caseloads to manageable levels to meet statutory
requirements

3. Address the structural deficit caused by the shortage in Federal dollars
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As aresult, the legislature provided a $287,300 appropriation increase to the Consumer Protection
Revolving Fund and 3 FTE positions. The structural deficit and salary disparity, however, were
not addressed.

Subsequently, the AGO obtained one-time monies from the Governor’s Office via a grant award
from the Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Fund to fund CRD. This temporary solution
allowed CRD to comply with statutory obligations, but the solution was limited and not sustainable.

Caseload:

Investigator caseload is directly commensurate with the number of cases filed with the Civil Rights
Division. The following chart shows the increase in average caseload per investigator over the
last nine years. Civil Rights Division investigators have maintained caseloads on average of over
sixty cases per non-housing investigator and thirty cases per housing investigator. These caseloads
are not sustainable. The ideal or manageable caseload for an investigator should be between forty
and fifty cases for non-housing investigators and between fifteen and twenty cases for housing
investigators.

Due to statutory requirements, the Civil Rights Division cannot control the timeframe of its
investigations nor the number of cases it opens. Over the past five years, the average housing
caseload per investigator has increased substantially. Relatedly, a reduction in investigators in
FY22 as a result of resignations for higher paying positions in other agencies resulted in higher
caseloads for inexperienced investigators causing a backlog. In prior years the AGO strategically
took steps to help investigators meet statutory requirements by authorizing overtime to give
investigators more time to complete the higher caseload and intake demands. Although these
efforts helped temporarily, the caseloads continued to increase.
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Civil Rights Needs Continue to Increase:

Arizona residents have faced unprecedented evictions rates over the last several years, leading to
Arizona’s housing crisis. For example, Phoenix eviction filings have been above 5,000 filings each
month since July 2024.

Similarly, housing discrimination allegations are the highest they have been in the last eight years.
The following chart shows housing discrimination allegations filed with the Civil Rights Division
from FY2016 - FY2025.

Similarly, Civil Rights Division administrators and investigators have devoted a large amount of
time over the past several years responding to phone calls and online inquiries from Arizonans in
need. Between 2020 and 2024, Civil Rights Division intakes have increased more than 72% —

reflecting a much higher number of Arizonans reaching out for assistance.

2. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROBLEM:
The Civil Rights Division’s faces a two-fold issue:

First, there is a structural deficit in the current federal funding formula. By FY27, there will not be
enough funds to fully support the Civil Rights Division. Federal funding is inconsistent and varies
from year to year, which complicates the Civil Rights Division's ability to carry out its mission
and obligations. While the DCR is required to investigate and enforce Arizona’s civil rights laws,
its federal funding is at risk of being cut each fiscal year. Without adequate funding to fully staff
the Civil Rights Division, the AGO cannot meet its statutory requirements to enforce the Arizona
Civil Rights Act. This means that complaints regarding unlawful discrimination in housing and
employment may not be investigated or resolved in a timely manner. Moreover, without additional
sustainable funding, the Civil Rights Division’s federal financial support is likely to remain at risk.

Secondly, discrimination complaints have become increasingly critical, with caseloads reaching
extraordinarily high levels. Since 2020, the number of cases assigned to investigators has nearly
doubled, indicating a substantial rise in workload. In addition to this alarming increase, the intake
of new discrimination complaints has surged by 72%, highlighting a pressing need for intervention.
This upward trend not only reflects the growing prevalence of discrimination issues but also
emphasizes the urgent requirement for additional staffing. DCR needs additional resources to
effectively provide the thorough attention each case deserves and uphold the commitment to
delivering fair and timely resolutions for those in need of support.

3. PROPOSED SOLUTION TO THE PROBLEM
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To address the federal fund structural deficit, the AGO requests an ongoing appropriation of
$1,192,500 from the General Fund to backfill the insufficient federal dollars. This will allow CRD
to continue to apply for federal funding as well as make it possible to continue its work to fulfill
its mandate.

To address the increasing caseloads that have reached unsustainable levels, the AGO requests
$250,300 for an additional 2.0 FTEs — one mediator and one investigator, and $13,000 in one-time
costs associated with those two new positions.

The total request is an ongoing appropriation of $1,442,800 from the General Fund to address these
two pressing issues and $13,000 for one-time costs.

4. ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED AND REASONS FOR REJECTION:

Do Nothing. This was rejected. The AGO has a statutory requirement to investigate and resolve
unlawful discriminations timely. Citizens of the State of Arizona need to have their rights protected
and this can only be done with the adequate resources to pursue investigations and resolutions on
a timely basis.

Fund from Another Source: This is not sustainable. A temporary funding solution cannot support
full time employees who need training to adequately investigate the influx of cases. Also, the AGO
does not have sufficient internal resources to redeploy funding for this program and add the
additional staff required to deal with the increasing caseloads.

Reduce Staff Levels: Caseloads are already at unsustainable levels. Reducing staff will exacerbate
the already existing issue and staff burnout will continue.

Continue to deal with the caseloads by paying excessive overtime: This option is rejected due to
its unsustainability. Staff will burnout and leave their current underpaid jobs for Compliance jobs
with other entities that pay higher salaries. The office attempted overtime numerous times in these
last several years, but overtime causes work burnout and does not create a long-term sustainable
impact on the caseloads.

5. IMPACT OF NOT FUNDING THIS FISCAL YEAR:

The Civil Rights Division will be unable to meet its requirements in Arizona law which require it
to investigate all jurisdictional civil rights claims filed, investigate all claims of discrimination in
voting (A.R.S. § 41-1471), housing (A.R.S. § 41-1491.09), employment (A.R.S. § 41-1481),
public accommodations (A.R.S. § 41-1471), and claims of discrimination based on disability
(A.R.S. § 41-1492.09). The Civil Rights Division is the only Arizona governmental group
authorized to investigate and prosecute these discrimination claims.

Failure to adequately fund the Civil Rights Division will jeopardize the ability to pursue
discriminatory investigations and cases. This halts the ability of the AGO to fulfill its statutory
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requirements and fails to comply with Arizona’s promise to protect Arizonans from injustice and
unlawful discrimination. Civil right violations will not be resolved and relief for those affected
will be minimized. The Civil Rights Division provides a voice for Arizona residents who are often
unrepresented and have no other resources to defend their rights under Arizona law. Absent the
Civil Rights Division’s work, more Arizona residents will suffer without recourse.

6. ANNUALIZATION:

This request is not a one-time funding requirement and will continue on an annual basis.
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TITLE: EXPERT WITNESS & OUTSIDE COUNSEL

PRIORITY: 5

1. BACKGROUND:

As the State’s Chief Legal Officer, the Arizona Attorney General (AGO) enforces Arizona’s
consumer-protection and antitrust laws to protect residents and ensure fair, competitive markets.
Acting on behalf of the State, the AGO brings civil enforcement actions for violations of the
Arizona Consumer Fraud Act and other applicable state consumer-protection statutes, including
enforcement of Arizona’s Data Breach Notification Law. The AGO has the responsibility to
litigate complex and multi-state cases representing the public interest of the State of Arizona and
its residents.

By participating in complex local and multi-state suits, there are substantial litigation costs,
including costs for expert witnesses, depositions, transcription services, filing fees, and courier
services. In those instances where a case involves various States there is usually a cost share
agreement where litigation cost is shared amongst the participating states, with Arizona
shouldering a heavier burden due to population growth.

In FY22, the AGO received a one-time lapsing appropriation from the Consumer Protection
Consumer Fraud Revolving Fund (CFRF) in the amount of $1,200,000. The appropriation was to
be used for expert witness and litigation expenses. Similarly, in FY23, the AGO received a one-
time lapsing appropriation from the Consumer Protection Consumer Fraud Revolving Fund
(CFRF) in the amount of $2,000,000. The appropriation was to be used for the same purposes.

The AGO has not received additional funding for these purposes since that time. An ongoing
appropriation is necessary to ensure complex cases are litigated effectively. The success of legal
actions often depends on expert witnesses and a willingness to incur litigation costs early in the
process. Expert witnesses, in particular, provide technical or scientific testimony critical to many
cases. Even at the investigative stage of some cases, the State relies on expert witnesses to
determine potential harm to Arizona consumers. For example, in a recent lawsuit filed against a
landlord refusing to remediate a black mold infested apartment complex, the State consulted with
a mold remediation expert to determine the actual risk posed to consumers before initiating
litigation.

Similarly, many complex cases involve complex data analytics at the investigative stage and
during litigation. Many of the cases handled by the AGO involve large companies. It has become
increasingly common for these companies to produce millions of records or complex databases to
the State, forcing the State to undergo extensive document review or analysis of the database to
obtain information necessary to the case or investigation. Given the attorney time and technical
expertise required to review and analyze this information, the AGO, and most law enforcement
agencies, are increasingly reliant on document review firms and data analytics experts to process
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this information, which can come at great cost. In addition, there are significant monthly charges
to even house large volumes of documents and data for review.

The AGO must have the ability to fully litigate cases on behalf of the State of Arizona to enforce
state laws and bring justice to victims without being severely limited due to a lack of resources,
especially when resolving allegations involving major corporations.

To highlight some of the recent complex litigation undertaken by the AGO, below are a couple of
cases:

GlaxoSmithKlein, Inc. — In FY2025, the State filed a lawsuit alleging that GlaxoSmithKlein (GSK)
engaged in an unfair practice under the Arizona Consumer Fraud Act by converting Flovent
asthma medication to an authorized generic to avoid paying rebates to Medicaid. The effect of this
scheme was to increase prices for Flovent and decrease consumer access to the life-saving
medication, which particularly impacted children of low-income families. GSK converted Flovent
to generic so that it could continue to price-gouge consumers without paying Medicaid rebates that
were implemented to curb price-gouging. GSK also employed patent thickets and other patent
practices to prevent the increase in competition normally associated with converting a drug to
generic.

Cord Blood Registry, Inc. — In FY2025, the State filed a lawsuit alleging Cord Blood Registry,
Inc. had defrauded consumers for millions of dollars in connection with the advertisement and sale
of umbilical cord blood recovery and storage services. For more than a decade, Cord Blood
Registry deceptively advertised that cord blood could be stored and used to treat various illnesses
in a manner endorsed by many physicians. In reality, the company failed to properly store cord
blood without notifying consumers. Not only did the cord blood samples have limited usefulness
in treating illness, the majority of medical organizations discourage private cord blood banking.

Johnson & Johnson — In FY2024, the State filed a lawsuit and consent judgment against Johnson
& Johnson resolving years of investigation and litigation concerning allegations that Johnson &
Johnson knowingly marketed baby powder containing asbestos. As part of the consent judgment,
Johnson & Johnson has agreed to stop the manufacture and sale of its baby powder and body
powder products that contain talc in the United States. Our office acted as an executive committee
member for the multistate investigation and litigation, and we assisted in negotiating a $700
million nationwide settlement to resolve allegations related to the marketing of Johnson &
Johnson’s baby powder and body powder products. As part of this settlement, Arizona will receive
$15,466,308.

In the last two years, Attorney General Kris Mayes and the Civil Litigation Division have brought
or been directly involved in other, notable, complex lawsuits in federal and state court, including,
lawsuits against pharmaceutical companies and pharmacy benefit managers for their role in the
opioid epidemic; long-term care centers for misleading and endangering elderly consumers; social
media platforms for targeting children with inappropriate and addictive content; software and
property management companies for colluding to price fix and drive up rental rates throughout
Arizona; internet service providers for overcharging customers and misrepresenting data speeds;
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tobacco retailers for selling dangerous products to minors; home warranty companies for deceiving
homeowners about what their products will cover; and landlords who expose their tenants to
deadly conditions by failing to maintain habitable conditions during summer months.

The diligent work of the AGO has resulted in recoveries and restitution providing relief to victims.
The tasks of the AGO are fundamental to ensure consumers in the State of Arizona are protected
and that justice can be served to those affected. The chart below reflects consumer restitution and
other forms of consumer relief (“R&R”) obtained in all cases. As in previous years, a substantial
portion of the remediation obtained through the complex litigation is related to opioid litigation
which has already provided significant funding to other state agencies.

2. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROBLEM:

The AGO does not have a designated funding source to adequately litigate and prosecute complex
cases, but is consistently required to consult with experts, offer expert witnesses at trial, and incur
other litigation related expenses, including data analytics, data hosting, document review, and
deposition expenses. A lack of consistent litigation funding forces the AGO to consider cost in
what theories of liability it will allege, because some theories will require experts the AGO cannot
afford. The AGO is pushed to consider settlement of cases earlier in litigation or before filing a
lawsuit, often for smaller amounts of restitution, to avoid the often impossible expense of
document-intensive discovery or expert discovery. This is neither ideal or favorable to the State
and those Arizona consumers affected.

In FY2025, the State incurred over $940,000 in expert witness and other litigation costs for
complex cases, and the State is already committed to cover at least $310,000 in FY2026 in
connection with cost-share agreements related to ongoing litigation against generic drug
manufacturers and social media companies. Civil rights cases also impose significant expert
witness and litigation costs. The Civil Rights Division currently has nine cases in litigation. It
anticipates that four may go to trial, two of which are complex cases that can involve one or more
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experts. Next year, it anticipates filing around the same number of cases and the associated
litigation costs are anticipated to surpass the FY25 expenditures.

Litigation costs fluctuate greatly. For example, in FY2023 the AGO received a settlement from
the State of Arizona v. Google LLC case. The settlement ordered the reimbursement of all
litigation costs incurred directly by the AGO, which totaled $1.7 million, in addition to the $7.7
million paid directly from the defendant to the State counsel. This single case totaled $9.4 million
in litigation costs, and is a clear example of the costs associated with litigating a case against a
major company.

While the AGO regularly receives awards of attorneys’ fees and costs at the resolution of complex
litigation, those monetary awards are deposited into the Consumer Fraud Revolving Fund, which
is subject to appropriation. Absent a corresponding increase in appropriations from the Consumer
Fraud Revolving Fund to pay for litigation costs and fees, the AGO is left with an obligation to
incur the expense of litigating complex cases, but insufficient resources to do so.

3. PROPOSED SOLUTION TO THE PROBLEM

To address the ongoing and increasing litigation expenses for cases involving the protection of
Arizona’s consumers from fraud, the AGO requests an appropriation of $2,000,000 from the
Consumer Protection Consumer Fraud Revolving Fund on an ongoing annual basis to adequately
fund litigation cost for prosecutions. This would be a continuation from the prior appropriations
received in FY22 & FY23.

4. ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED AND REASONS FOR REJECTION:

Do Nothing: The Attorney General’s Office is obligated to protect consumers and victims of
crimes in the State by bringing suit in related matters. Doing nothing is not an option as it goes
against one of the critical functions of this office. Bringing justice to those affected means litigating
cases and making offenders accountable for their actions.

Fund from Another Source: The Attorney General’s Office is requesting to utilize funding from
the Consumer Fraud Consumer Protection revolving fund. This fund is subject to an appropriation.
This request is for additional appropriation authority. Operating within the current appropriation
levels requires the Attorney General’s Office to use underfilled savings to pay for litigation
expenses. Underfilled savings are not only inadequate to cover litigation expenses, reliance on and
usage of those savings prevents the AGO from hiring sufficient staff and attorneys to prosecute
critical cases.

5. IMPACT OF NOT FUNDING THIS FISCAL YEAR:

Without a dedicated source of funding for expert witness and other litigation costs, the State will
need to forego meaningful opportunities to enforce Arizona’s consumer protection, antitrust, and
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civil rights laws through litigation. The State may also be forced to settle important cases at an
earlier stage of litigation on less favorable terms to avoid the financial burden of hiring experts.

6. ANNUALIZATION:

This request will continue on an annual basis
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TITLE: STATE COURT UNIT LITIGATION

PRIORITY: 6

1. BACKGROUND:

The Attorney General (AGO) is tasked to initiate proceedings to collect debts to this state, or to
any agency, board, commission or department of this state, as are necessary and appropriate,
pursuant to A.R.S. § 41-191.04. Monies recovered from these debts are distributed 65% to
referring agencies and 35% is retained by the AGO and deposited in the Collection Enforcement
Revolving Fund and used in accordance to A.R.S. § 41-191.03.

The State Court Unit (SCU) of the Bankruptcy & Collections Enforcement Section (BCE) is the
unit responsible for the litigation of these matters. SCU is comprised of a Unit Chief attorney who
carries a caseload, two Assistant Attorneys General (AAG), three paralegals, five legal secretaries,
and one Administrative Assistant that all support the attorneys and the Section Chief.

Each attorney manages approximately 1,500 open referral cases equating to $2.5 - $3.0 million
dollars annually. Despite having to function for the last 12 years with just three litigation attorneys,
collections for the State have been on an incline from approximately $18.5 million in 2015 to $32
million in 2025.

The SCU is statutorily_solely tasked (with minor exceptions) with having the authority to file
collection civil litigation for almost all money owed to the state. They work closely with over 100
client agencies to investigate referred debtors, coordinate all files for litigation, filing complaints
and managing all aspects of litigation to judgment. State agencies are statutorily required to refer
all debts owed to the state to the AGO for collection. BCE does not have the authority to reject
referrals except that it does place a minimum of $500 for any referred debt. Additionally, the SCU
is responsible for post-judgment collection and management. Each attorney manages
approximately 1500 judgements for collection, in addition to their active caseload. They also work
closely with debtors to negotiate payment agreements prior to litigation, where possible.

The attorneys in SCU are expected to file 20-30 lawsuits per month, over 300 per year, obtain over
300 judgments per year, enter into 250-300 payment agreements each year, and administer 200-
300 garnishments each year. That activity has consistently produced $28 — $32 million in gross
collection for the state each year since 2018. Prior to that year, collection revenue averaged $16 -
$18 million annually. Because the increase in revenue is directly linked to a commensurate
increase in the litigation and collection activity described above, it is likely and foreseeable that
adding an additional attorney operating at the same expected activity metrics will produce a similar
result, $2.5 - $3 million in collection revenue per year.
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BCE currently has an open, referred, caseload of over 10,000 cases representing over $1 billion
dollars. While approximately 4,500 cases are assigned to attorneys for lawsuits, the remaining
5,500 are assigned to the Collections Unit under BCE that has a Unit Chief, eight collectors, and
four intake personnel. Their duties include sending demand letters and outbound calling for debts
typically under $10,000. Arizona Department of Revenue (DOR) makes up approximately 90% of
the cases referred to and revenue collected by BCE. Of those cases, approximately 45% are statute
of limitations (SOL)' cases which must be filed or lost. Due to the large burden this places on the
SCU attorneys, there are many other large cases, cases over $100,000, that must wait. The
collectability of every referred case diminishes every day that a case sits without action. Needless
to say, this is an inefficient system, however, due to the sheer volume of cases received by BCE
annually and the lack of additional attorneys, it is one without a viable solution, absent adding an
attorney who can assist in handling the backlog.
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2. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROBLEM:

1

The statute of limitations for DOR cases is ten years.
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The State Court Unit’s litigation calendar is overwhelmed with statute of limitation (SOL) cases,
which must be prioritized due to their time-sensitive nature. This prioritization process, although
necessary, diverts attention and resources away from more lucrative cases. Despite our best efforts
to triage and focus on cases with higher collectability, the SCU must still handle approximately
130 SOL cases annually, which constitutes over half of our total litigation caseload of 240+ cases
per year. The Department of Revenue (DOR), our primary client has also increased its referrals to
us, exacerbating the situation. Currently, each attorney is managing a pre-litigation case load of
around 1,500 cases. These resource constraints have led to a current backlog of over 80 cases
valued at more than $100,000 each that we have been unable to act on. This overwhelming
workload hampers our ability to maximize revenue collection and efficiently manage high-value
cases.

3. PROPOSED SOLUTION TO THE PROBLEM

The AGO requests an ongoing appropriation increase to the Collection Enforcement Revolving
Fund of $199,000 and 1 attorney FTE position. This will increase the litigation capacity in SCU
and alleviate the current caseload to manageable levels. Subsequently, this will enhance SCU
capacity to pursue and collect on high-value cases more effectively and allow to recover more debt
owed to the State. The financial benefits of this investment are clear and compelling. Historically,
each attorney in BCE has proven to be self-sustaining within the first year, with their collections
tripling by the end of the second year.

4. ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED AND REASONS FOR REJECTION:

Do Nothing. This option is rejected. If nothing is done, the State Court Unit will remain
overwhelmed by the high volume of statute of limitation cases, forcing continued diversion of
resources away from high-value matters. This will perpetuate the backlog of over 80 cases worth
more than $100,000 each, delaying or preventing their resolution and significantly reducing
potential revenue collections. Attorneys will continue to face unsustainable caseloads of
approximately 1,500 pre-litigation matters each, further limiting their capacity to manage and act
on lucrative cases in a timely manner. As DOR referrals increase, the strain on resources will
intensify, leading to diminished efficiency, missed opportunities for recovery, and long-term
erosion of the Unit’s ability to fulfill its core mission.
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Fund from Another Source: BCE is self-funded by the Collection Enforcement Revolving Fund
which is subject to appropriation. Revenue to support the request is sufficient; therefore, other
funding sources are not considered.

5. IMPACT OF NOT FUNDING THIS FISCAL YEAR:

If this request is not funded, the State Court Unit will remain unable to address the overwhelming
number of statute of limitation cases and will be forced to keep diverting limited resources away
from higher-value matters. The existing backlog of more than 80 cases valued at over $100,000
each will persist or grow, delaying or preventing recovery of substantial revenue. Attorneys will
continue to manage unmanageable pre-litigation caseloads of approximately 1,500 cases each,
further restricting their ability to act on lucrative opportunities in a timely manner. As Department
of Revenue referrals continue to increase, resource strain will intensify, resulting in reduced
efficiency, missed collection opportunities, and a long-term decline in the Unit’s capacity to
maximize revenue and meet client needs. In total, the State of Arizona will lose out on the potential
to increase collections by a significant amount.

6. ANNUALIZATION:

This request is not a one-time funding requirement and will continue on an annual basis.

Summary

The Arizona Attorney General’s Office (AGO) provides legal representation to the state agencies
of Arizona. Within the Child and Family Protection Division (CFPD), the Protective Services
Section (PSS) and the Appeals Section (APL) represent the Department of Child Safety (DCS).
Currently, both sections are experiencing a high vacancy rate and are challenged with recruitment
efforts due to pay disparities. These issues are resulting in unmanageable caseloads, jeopardizing
the ability to effectively protect children in Arizona. To stabilize the workforce and ensure
effective child protection services, a pay plan is proposed. This plan aims to create a more efficient
government by reducing the need for constant hiring and training of new staff. Most importantly,
it creates a more reliable framework for safeguarding children across Arizona and strengthens child
protection services.

Background

The Protective Services Section of the Child and Family Protection Division (PSS) focuses on
representing DCS in dependency, guardianship and severance actions before the Juvenile
Divisions of the Superior Court in each of Arizona’s fifteen (15) counties. Each of these
proceedings serves to keep children safe and protect them from abuse and neglect. The Appeals
Section (APL) provides appellate representation and legal advice to the Arizona Department of
Child Safety (DCS) statewide. The Section’s appellate work mostly derives from cases litigated
in the superior court by PSS before an appeal is filed. The APL Section also provides legal
research, consultation, and other litigation support to PSS attorneys on a regular basis.

PSS and most of APL are funded by the Attorney General Legal Services Special Line Item in the
DCS budget and account for a total of 276.2 FTE positions. From these positions 153.6 are attorney
FTE positions and 122.6 are legal support staff FTE positions. There are seven units within PSS:



Duty and Training, Phoenix 1, Phoenix 2, Mesa, Pima, North and Gila/Pinal. Each of these units
has a Unit Chief Counsel and two mentor attorneys. The PSS section is managed by two Section
Chief Counsel: the Duty, Training and Advice Section Chief and the Litigation Section Chief.

PSS attorneys are at the forefront of a high volume, fast-paced, litigation practice, dedicated to the
critical mission of safeguarding Arizona’s children and reuniting families when it serves the
children’s best interests. The practice involves addressing each individual case with the court and
parties, including the reasons DCS believes that the children are not safe in their homes, how DCS
intends to work with the family to remedy the circumstances causing the children to be unsafe and
the services to be offered to meet the needs of the children and the family. In order to clearly
articulate the above, PSS attorneys must have a thorough understanding of the social work
principles and legal issues impacting each case. PSS attorneys undergo an extensive training
process upon hire and new attorneys are assigned a mentor who provides ongoing trainings.
Beyond courtroom advocacy, these attorneys provide essential legal advice and training to DCS
caseworkers and supervisors, ensuring comprehensive support for child welfare.

In a given workday, attorneys can spend an average of 3 hours in court actively participating in
hearings, 2-3 hours managing email communication and phone calls, 2 hours reviewing case
disclosures in preparation for upcoming hearings and trials and 1-2 hours drafting pleadings and
responding to motions filed by opposing parties. If the AAG also has a contested adjudication or
evidentiary hearing, they may spend an additional 4 hours in court. It is not unusual for an AAG
to put in at least 10-hour workdays (if not more) to maintain their existing caseload. With the
current staff shortage, attorneys are managing an additional 20 plus cases, increasing time spent in
court for both uncontested and contested hearings and decreasing time available to manage their
caseload. As caseloads increase, the number of contested matters and hearings also increase. This,
in turn means that more pretrial motions and responses to opposing motions need to be prepared
and filed as well as trial preparation for each specific contested matter. This preparation must occur
on each case regardless if the matter later results in settlement. This is in conjunction with the daily
legal work and routine court appearances that are required in all cases, including file review, case
preparation, filing notices of hearing, preparing service of process documents, case filings, client
contact and completion of all documentation.

In Fiscal Year 2025, appellate section attorneys for the Child & Family Protection Division filed
105 appellate briefs and at least 34 substantive motion pleadings or other memoranda for the court
on DCS’s behalf, in addition to appellate oral arguments. Overall, the number of briefs filed was
down slightly in FY2025 compared to FY2024 (in FY2024, 138 appellate briefs were filed on
behalf of DCS). However, FY2025 was anomalous, and the demand for briefing is expected to go
up again in FY2026. Specifically, in August 2024, the Arizona Court of Appeals, Division One,
issued Administrative Order 2024-08, which imposed certain requirements that DCS and the AGO
had to fulfill to ensure that DCS addressed any disclosure irregularities that could have occurred



as a result of issues with its Guardian case management system. The court would not allow
juvenile appeals to move forward procedurally until these requirements were satisfied in each
case. The appellate attorneys ultimately moved to stay 106 appeals to allow sufficient time to
resolve disclosure issues. No briefing occurred in affected cases while the stays were in
place. After DCS successfully met the requirements in all cases, the Court of Appeals lifted the
administrative order on June 30, 2025, and briefing resumed on the aforementioned cases.

Despite their vital role, PSS and APL face significant challenges recruiting and filling vacancies,
primarily caused by uncompetitive salaries. The vacancy rate at the end of FY25 was nearly 31%.
This persistent issue places immense pressure on both attorneys and legal support staff, leading to
unsustainable working conditions and elevated caseloads. The American Bar Association (ABA)
recommends a maximum dependency caseload of sixty (60) cases per agency attorney, considering
the demands of trial preparation and managing appeals. By leveraging our Appeals Section, PSS
has established that 65-75 cases is a reasonable maximum dependency case load for its attorneys.
However, the current average exceeds 80 cases per attorney, far surpassing the recommended
limits.

AVERAGE ATTORNEY CASE LOADS
END OF FISCALYEARS 2022 THROUGH 2025
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In 2022, the Protective Services Section (PSS) encountered a critical statewide attorney shortage,
with an average 40% vacancy rate. At the time, the starting salary for an entry-level PSS attorney
was $62,500, with the maximum salary at approximately $100,000, for a 30-year attorney. The
majority of salaries ranged between $62,500 and $85,000. PSS salaries were significantly less than
county defense agencies who represent the parents and children in dependency cases. As a result,
those agencies aggressively recruited AAG’s from PSS, in some cases offering $20,000 more
annually. Supervising attorneys in the defense agencies regularly told PSS management that
AAG’s were the best trained, most knowledgeable attorneys, and were worth the premium the
county paid. Exit surveys from the departing attorneys listed low salaries and high workloads as
the primary reason for leaving. Salary disparities and high caseloads contributed to low retention
levels in an already difficult market.

In Pima County, the South Unit PSS office had vacancy rate in excess of 50%, forcing the
remaining attorneys to absorb additional cases. This caused caseloads to average 130 cases, more
than twice the ABA recommended limit. Additionally, the staffing crisis meant there were more
court events than available attorneys, so there were not enough attorneys to cover the hearings and
trials scheduled on the juvenile court calendar. As an emergency measure, PSS started to rely on
PSS AAGs from other counties, AAGs from other divisions within the Attorney General’s Office,
and all PSS managers statewide for coverage. Eventually, it became clear that the remaining PSS
attorneys simply did not have the capacity to litigate all of the dependency, severance and
guardianship trials, attend routine hearings, file and respond to written motions, communicate with
opposing counsel, and provide client advice. As a result, PSS was forced to hire law firms as
outside counsel to conduct termination trials.

PSS hired seven law firms who already contracted with the Attorney General’s Office and two law
firms with experience in dependency law. Their fees ranged from $250 to $350 per hour. Hiring



outside counsel to make up for attorney shortages was not cost effective, but was necessary at the
time. For one complex termination trial, outside counsel billed the Attorney General’s Office
approximately $49,000, equaling almost 80% of the $62,500 entry-level salary at the time. If
outside counsel were to handle all trials assigned to a single entry-level AAG, the cost could exceed
$400,000 per year.

In response to this crisis in its FY23 budget submission, DCS proposed an enterprise compensation
strategy that not only addressed critical needs within DCS but also considered the needs of PSS.
While the FY23 budget did include a much-needed 10% salary increase for all state employees,
this initiative was statewide therefore the pay disparity and ongoing need still persist. Furthermore,
the cost of living has been increasing and while the cost for basic necessities such as food and
housing has increased compensation has not kept pace. In FY23, a 10% salary increase was passed
statewide. However, by that time, inflation had escalated by 29.3% compared to 2018. As a result,
the salary increase covered only a fraction of the financial burden faced by every state employee
in Arizona's metropolitan areas. Furthermore, since the statewide increase, costs have continued
to rise with inflation increasing by an additional 3.4% from 2023 to June 2025. It's clear that the
current compensation structure is insufficient to meet the needs of employees facing these ongoing
economic challenges.
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To continue with retainment efforts, in FY24, DCS obtained a $500k one-time supplemental to
fund retention stipends in PSS. While this was a helpful approach to retaining staff, it was a
temporary and partial solution. As demonstrated below, through these efforts and other internal
strategies, the AGO has been successful in retaining staff and slowing the overall rate of
resignations. However, the rates remain high and are leading to high caseloads.

The AGO also implemented strategic solutions and increased the starting salary for entry-level
attorneys to $80,000 by reprogramming funds. In order to preserve those salary increases, PSS
now has to maintain an enforced vacancy rate to remain within budget. Fortunately, this coincided
with a decrease in cases, allowing PSS to manage its cases with a slightly reduced workforce in
order to maintain the vacancies necessary to fund the salaries. However, this does require that
mentors and managers carry caseloads in order to prevent caseloads from being over 80 cases.

PSS has entered a period of relative stability due to the salary adjustments funded by vacancy
savings, but this is only possible because of the slight decrease in new cases. The Department of
Child Safety has made a concerted effort to maintain children in their homes safely through
prevention strategies and in-home services. This has marginally reduced the total number of
dependency cases, however it is unknown if this will continue. Case numbers fluctuate from year
to year. If case numbers increase even to the levels seen as recently as 2023, the current system
will not be sustainable without additional funding.

In spite of these efforts, recruitment has been challenging for PSS and the main contributor
continues to be pay disparity. Compared to the Maricopa Attorney Office the midpoint salary of a
starting attorney is $105k which is 23% higher than the average salary at the AGO of $85k. The
salary disparity also grows as more experience is obtained. At the Office of the Legal Defender an
Attorney 2 position, which is for an attorney of two or more-year experience, has a salary range of
$99,000 to $145,000.

Currently, an entry-level PSS attorney salary is $80,000 and a more experienced attorney makes
roughly $90,000. For context, the cost of a more experienced attorney is 82% less than outside
counsel whose lowest rate is of $250 per hour. An entry-level PSS attorney will likely conduct at
least 10 trials in their first year out of training. A more experienced PSS attorney will likely
schedule more than 50 trials per year. While outside counsel were skilled attorneys, most of them
were not as experienced or well-trained in dependency law as an AAG. As a result, they worked
less efficiently and required more time to prepare cases, thereby further increasing cost to the State.



Hiring outside counsel to make up for attorney shortages was necessary at the time, but it is not
cost effective.

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The Protective Services Section staff handle all the litigation work from the Department of Child
Safety. The section staff work out of ten offices, that combined, handle all of the dependency,
severance, and guardianship matters for the Department across the entire state. Each office is
staffed with teams of administrative assistants, legal secretaries, paralegals, and supervisory staff
that are responsible for drafting and filing pleadings, service of process, redaction and disclosure
of records, and general case management. The staff in every office work together to ensure that
each case is handled with professionalism and integrity throughout the duration of these sensitive,
difficult and complex matters. Compensation for legal staff is not keeping up and is comparably
lower than other governmental agencies. As illustrated below legal staff salaries are 14% - 31%
less at the AGO compared to MCAO and PPD.

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Options Considered

Do nothing — If no action is taken, attorneys will continue to resign for higher-paying opportunities,
making it increasingly difficult for PSS to meet the needs of the children of Arizona. This will
exacerbate the current crisis and further strain PSS’s ability to manage caseloads effectively.

Self-Fund — The Department of Child Safety (DCS) lacks the necessary funds to support this salary
and retention request. Without additional financial support, we cannot address the compensation
disparity that is driving both high turnover rates and high vacancy rates.

Move Resources from Other Areas of PSS — PSS has no other resources to move.

Why is the recommended option the best option?

This request seeks an increase of $1,442,100 in the Attorney General Line Item of the DCS budget
as an ongoing appropriation to provide 5% salary increases for both attorneys and legal support
staff, making incremental process toward a compensation that remains competitive, aiding in
retention efforts.

Outcomes

PSS attorneys are at the forefront of the critical mission of safeguarding Arizona’s children
and reuniting families when it serves the children’s best interests. These attorneys handle cases
in accordance with state and federal law designed to expedite dependency court proceedings
and place children in safe, permanent homes. This practice is often emotionally difficult and
demanding. PSS attorneys must have a thorough understanding not only of the legal issues
impacting each case, but also the social work principles that guide the Department. Beyond
courtroom advocacy, these attorneys provide essential legal advice and training to DCS
caseworkers and supervisors, ensuring comprehensive support for child welfare and adherence
to the law.

In this last legislative session, the Legislature passed a bill regarding high quality legal
representation for parents and children involved with DCS to help ensure that all parties
involved in DCS matters receive appropriate legal representation. Virtually all families
involved in the process qualify for court appointed counsel through indigent legal services.
The State Supreme Court has had to establish a program to support this new law. Increasing
the salaries of Assistant Attorney General’s, so that DCS also has high quality, consistent legal
representation, correlates with the Legislature’s intent to improve the legal and judicial process
for all families involved with the Department.

Virtually every single exit survey completed by outgoing attorneys and staff
state that the one of the main reasons for leaving the Attorney General’s Office is due to better
salary or pay at another agency or business. Additionally, we routinely have applicants not
accept our final offer due to the salary.

Summary

The Arizona Attorney General’s Office (AGO) provides legal representation to the state agencies
of Arizona. Within the AGO’S Child and Family Protection Division (CFPD), the Child Support
Services Section (CSS), the Civil and Criminal Litigation and Advice Section (CLA) and the
Appeals Section (APL) represent the Department of Economic Security (DES).

CSS, CLA and APL face significant challenges in their recruiting efforts due to pay disparities
compared to similar agencies. These issues have resulted in unmanageable caseloads, which
jeopardize the ability to ensure that children receive sufficient financial support from both parents,
to provide legal support to the over 40 social services programs administered by DES, and to
provide legal advice pertaining to issues of child welfare, and to protect state funds from
individuals and contractors who defraud the State of Arizona through DES programs. To stabilize
the workforce and enhance effective litigation and advisory services for DES, a proposed pay plan
aims to create a more efficient government. This plan would save resources by reducing the need
to constantly hire and train new staff.

Background

Civil & Criminal Litigation Advice Section (CLA):

CLA represents DES and DCS in civil, administrative, and criminal proceedings and provides
legal advice in matters related to the services and support provided by client agencies to children,

families, and vulnerable populations. DES, in particular, addresses the social and economic needs
of Arizonans through more than 40 social services programs, with varying federal and state laws



that govern the operation of these programs. Some of these DES programs include: Adult
Protective Services, Unemployment Insurance Benefits, Vocational Rehabilitation, Child Care
Administration, Benefits and Medical Eligibility, SNAP, Cash Assistance, Developmental
Disabilities, among numerous others. Accordingly, CLA is a high-volume practice covering a
substantial number of legal practice areas.

CLA attorneys provide complex, time-sensitive legal advice, often on issues of first
impression. Advice matters require thorough analysis of federal and state laws and an in-depth
understanding of the numerous public benefits programs, as well as the ability to identify potential
impacts on the program, the client agency, and the state. Such institutional knowledge is
particularly critical when the client agencies call upon CLA to assist with significant reforms as to
how the agencies administer their programs as well as the implementation of new legislation.

In addition to legal issues arising out of the programs of each agency, CLA attorneys provide legal
advice in matters pertaining to agency business operations, including contracts and procurement
(approximately 130-170 contracts and leases reviewed annually), public records law, department
policies, proposed rule changes, personnel matters (including the hiring and discipline of
employees), facilities management, and the collection of debts owed to the agencies by consumers
for the overpayment or fraudulent collection of public benefits. CLA represents DES in collections
and garnishment proceedings and prosecutes public benefit recipients who defraud the state
through DES programs, with a particular emphasis on unemployment insurance benefits fraud and
food stamp fraud, resulting in the recoupment of $ 2-3 million annually.

CLA provides legal representation in administrative hearings before the Office of Administrative
Hearings and the DES Office of Appeals. In these proceedings, members of the public have the
opportunity to appeal adverse public benefit decisions or challenge their proposed placement on
certain registries. The attorneys also represent the agencies in court in judicial review actions,
special actions, injunctive proceedings, and civil actions alleging breach of contract. On average,
CLA typically closes approximately 1,000 administrative, civil, and appellate cases each year.
CLA attorneys primarily appear in administrative hearings before the Office of Administrative
Hearings in matters pertaining to proposed placements of individuals on the DCS Central Registry.
Our attorneys also appear before the Superior Court when an appellant seeks judicial review of an
administrative decision regarding placement on the Central Registry. The Central Registry is a
confidential database maintained by DCS of all substantiated findings of abuse or neglect.
Individuals proposed for placement on the Central Registry have a right to an administrative
hearing prior to placement on the registry.

CLA’s work is driven by referrals from DES. While we may see program-specific fluctuations in
referrals, the overall volume of CLA’s work remained consistent, and at times increased, since the
onset of the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020. At the same time, however, CLA experienced



challenges with hiring and retention as a result of the pandemic, its subsequent impacts on the
labor market, and higher paying opportunities elsewhere in the public sector. The most significant
impact has been on hiring and recruiting experienced attorneys, who are crucial to CLA’s practice
in light of the complexities of our work, as described above. In Spring 2019, 11 out of 18 CLA
attorneys had approximately 20-35 years of legal experience. By Spring 2024, 7 of those
experienced attorneys left the AGO. In the last several months, another two experienced attorneys
resigned. Notably, since the onset of the pandemic to present, we have only been able to
successfully recruit two attorneys with at least 20 years of legal experience — one who was a lateral
hire from within the AGO and another who has since resigned for a higher paying opportunity
with the City of Phoenix. Currently, only 5 of CLA’s 18 attorneys have over 20 years of legal
experience. Continued turnover and the loss of experienced attorneys results in increased pressure
on CLA’s remaining attorneys who absorb the additional work, loss of critical institutional
knowledge, and longer response times to our client agencies. Such conditions make higher paying
and less demanding job opportunities more attractive and further exacerbate retention difficulties.

CLA is comprised of 50.6 FTE positions funded by the Attorney General Legal Services Special
Line Item in the DES budget. Of these positions 28.1 are attorney FTE positions and 22.5 are legal
support staff FTE positions.

Appeals Section (APL)

The Appeals Section (APL) provides appellate representation and legal advice to the Arizona
Department of Economic Security (ADES) statewide. Appellate attorneys represent ADES in the
Arizona Court of Appeals in matters that arise from decisions made by the ADES Appeals Board,
primarily regarding unemployment insurance benefits, as well as in appeals where ADES was
involved with child support enforcement. The APL Section also provides occasional assistance or
consultation with attorneys in CSS and CLA. In addition, appellate attorneys helped bring about
stipulated dismissals or other resolutions that obviated the need for briefing in several appeals for
DES.

Child Support Services Section (CSS):

CSS represents the DES’s Division of Child Support Services (DCSS) in establishing paternity
and support orders as well as modifying and enforcing orders in both local and interstate cases.
CSS has eight office locations across Arizona, each serving a different county in the state.
Additionally, CSS attorneys offer legal advice to the DCSS concerning various issues that arise
from federal and state statutes, regulations, policies, and court decisions. This includes guidance
on the confidentiality of child support information and updates to Arizona’s child support
guidelines. To ensure their staff is well-prepared, CSS provides training for both newly hired and
experienced attorneys based on these legal authorities. Each CSS attorney, supported by a



paralegal and a legal secretary, is responsible for managing a caseload of judicial actions to
establish paternity and to establish, modify, and enforce child support orders. At least two full days
a week, CSS attorneys appear at evidentiary hearings and, where possible, attempt to facilitate
child support agreements among DCSS, the custodial parent, and the noncustodial parent.

Arizona child support law is designed to ensure that the child support order is the appropriate
amount for the parents and the child; specifically, Arizona’s child support guidelines use a “shared
income” model. This model calculates the child support order based on the combined total of the
parents’ respective incomes. It also considers both the standard of living the child would enjoy,
were the parents living in the same household, and the paying parent’s need to pay their own
reasonable living expenses.

Because parents’ financial circumstances and the child’s financial needs change throughout the
potentially 18-year life of a child support order, many parents request a review of their order to
determine whether a change modification would be appropriate. As part of its service, DCSS
provides a “modification review” to determine what the modified order may likely be and
subsequently refers the case to CSS. If appropriate, CSS prepares the petition, files it, serves it,
and appears in court to pursue the modification. In FY2025, CSS facilitated the resolution of 2,080
child support modifications. Modifications constituted 29.5% of CSS’s caseload, which is about
7% higher than last year. The number of modifications in CSS’s caseload increased this year, based
on the requests for modification review that DCSS received and referred to CSS

In Fiscal Year 2025, CSS obtained 1270 new child support orders and established paternity
judicially for 442 children. In so doing, CSS attorneys addressed 1,505 requests for legal advice
from DCSS and attended 7,177 hearings, in addition to companion pre-hearing settlement
meetings for the majority of those hearings (hearings in Coconino, Maricopa, Pima, and Yuma
Counties).

Using non-litigation enforcement of administrative collection means, CSS secures millions of
dollars for past-due support amounts for families.
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Through judicial remedies, such as petitions to enforce support and written requests for judgment,
CSS facilitated the entry of child support judgments in the amount of $6,499,831.88 during this
fiscal year.

CSS is comprised of 116.8 FTE positions funded by the Attorney General Legal Services Special
Line Item in the DES budget. Of these positions, 37.3 are attorney FTE positions and 79.5 are legal
support staff FTE positions. CSS has three units, two in Maricopa County and one in Pima County.
Each unit has one Unit Chief Counsel. The section has one mentor attorney and one Section Chief
Counsel.

Inflation:

The cost of living has been increasing and while the cost for basic necessities such as food and
housing has increased compensation has not kept pace. In FY23, a 10% salary increase was passed
statewide. However, by that time, inflation had escalated by 29.3% compared to 2018. As a result,
the salary increase covered only a fraction of the financial burden faced by every state employee
in Arizona's metropolitan areas. Furthermore, since the statewide increase, costs have continued
to rise with inflation increasing by an additional 3.4% from 2023 to June 2025. It's clear that the
current compensation structure is insufficient to meet the needs of employees facing these ongoing
economic challenges.
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Compensation Disparity:



Both CLA and CSS are currently challenged by high vacancy rates driven by uncompetitive
salaries compared to other governmental entities performing similar duties. The pay disparity is
hampering the ability to fill positions and, in turn, increasing the workload for existing staff.

When staff vacancies rise, the impact is significant. Caseloads and workloads increase, and morale
deteriorates. This leads talented attorneys and legal staff to seek out positions with higher pay
elsewhere. The relentless cycle of resignations demands continuous interviewing, hiring, and
training, which drains our existing resources and proves to be financially burdensome for the State.
By the end of FY25, CLA faced a staggering 30% vacancy rate, while CSS experienced an even
higher rate of 38.9%. This is an outrageous increase from FY 20, the vacancy rate for CLA was 5%
and 10% for CSS. Although the AGO has taken steps to retain staff through retention bonuses
from one-time savings, this approach falls short in addressing the urgent need for effective
recruitment and filling critical positions.

A significant factor driving recruitment and retention challenges in CLA & CSS is the
compensation gap. Attorneys in CLA & CSS at the AGO earn nearly 34% less than their peers at
the Maricopa County Attorney’s Office, and this disparity only grows as they accumulate
experience. Addressing this issue is crucial to attract and keep talented attorneys who are essential
for the success of the AGO and State.
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Legal support staff in CLA & CSS are assigned to multiple programs and support multiple
attorneys. The support staff have numerous responsibilities from the receipt of the initial referral
or contact from the client to include: opening the case file, maintain the calendars for all hearings
and legal document deadlines, drafts and/or prepares correspondence and legal pleadings
necessary to process cases on behalf of the Department of Economic Security and Department of
Child Safety in administrative, civil, family, probate, bankruptcy, and criminal actions, gathers
and organizes evidence for hearings and trials, redacts exhibits, and assists attorneys as requested.
Legal staff have extensive contact with the client agency, the public, and the courts to ensure
everyone has the information necessary to proceed with litigation. Despite of the critical role of
legal staff the compensation remains low and not aligned with the salary of their counterparts in
other governmental entities.
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Options Considered

Do nothing — If no action is taken, attorneys will continue to resign for higher-paying
opportunities, making it increasingly difficult for CLA and CSS to meet the needs of DES.
This will exacerbate the current crisis and further strain CLA and CSS’s ability to manage
caseloads effectively.

Self-Fund — The Department of Economic Security (DES) lacks the necessary funds to support
this salary and retention request. Without additional financial support, we cannot address the
compensation disparity that is driving both high turnover rates and high vacancy rates.

Move Resources from Other Areas of CLA and CSS — CLA and CSS have no other resources
to move.

Why is the recommended option the best option?

This request is to increase the Attorney General Line Item in the DES budget by $830,600 as
an ongoing appropriation. Funding will be used to sustain a 5% salary increases for both
attorney and legal support staff positions making incremental progress toward competitive
rates and assist with retainment efforts.

This investment would not only help to retain attorneys but will enable CLA to attract
experienced attorneys. When CLA is appropriately staffed with experienced attorneys who
can easily navigate a high-volume practice covering a substantial number of legal practice
areas, we are able to efficiently meet the legal needs of DES. This in turn assists DES in
the administration and delivery of social services that positively impact the lives of
Arizona’s children, families, and vulnerable populations.

Additionally, CSS’s work is crucial to serving Arizona families. Each CSS attorney,
supported by a paralegal and a legal secretary, is responsible for managing a caseload of
judicial actions to establish paternity and to establish, modify, and enforce child support
orders. With the appropriate number of attorneys and legal support professionals, CSS can
maintain thorough, thoughtful, and efficient litigation. When attorneys have appropriately
sized caseloads and court calendars, each family has a genuine opportunity to confer and
to reach an agreement. Starting from a place of agreement, rather than a perception of
having “lost” at court, a paying parent is more likely to pay their court-ordered child
support amount.

DES works to promote enhanced safety and well-being for Arizonans by focusing on three
primary goals (1) strengthening individuals and families, (2) increasing self-sufficiency,
and (3) developing the capacity of communities. CLA and CSS provide critical legal
representation in support of DES’s vision that every child, adult, and family in Arizona
will be safe and economically secure.

The following are only a few examples of the benefits of achieving appropriate CLA
staffing levels so that DES can rely on CLA for all of its legal needs:

A. Every year, CLA receives hundreds of case referrals from DES’s Adult Protective
Services (APS) and represents APS at administrative hearings to determine whether
proposed findings of abuse, neglect, and/or exploitation should be substantiated for entry
on the APS Registry. The purpose of the registry is to prevent vulnerable adults from being
victimized by individuals who may put them at significant risk. When CLA has the
resources to meet the demands of this program, CLA is able to staff APS cases without
negatively impacting other DES programs and can quickly review cases to ensure that those



who pose a threat to vulnerable adults are placed on the APS Registry as soon as the
administrative process allows.

B. CLA also plays an instrumental role in the recoupment of public benefits
overpayments. Specifically, CLA represents DES in collections and garnishment
proceedings and prosecutes public benefit recipients who defraud the state through DES
programs, resulting in the recoupment of $2-3 million annually. When CLA has the
resources to handle the volume of criminal cases and civil collections cases referred to our
office, CLA can quickly file cases without significant delay to ensure timely recoupment,
resulting in the return of significant funds to the state.

C. DES’s Division of Developmental Disabilities (DDD) empowers individuals with
developmental disabilities to lead self-directed, healthy and meaningful lives. DDD
supports eligible individuals diagnosed with a number of developmental disabilities,
including autism, cerebral palsy, Cognitive/Intellectual Disability, and Down Syndrome.

Through our
work, CSS helps families living separately find a path to healthy co-parenting, starting with
each parent fairly contributing to the child’s financial support. Our practice makes every
effort to ensure that children and families are adequately financially supported, thereby 1)
increasing parental involvement with children, and 2) keeping families out of crisis.

	In FY22, the AGO received a one-time lapsing appropriation from the Consumer Protection Consumer Fraud Revolving Fund (CFRF) in the amount of $1,200,000. The appropriation was to be used for expert witness and litigation expenses. Similarly, in FY23, ...
	The AGO has not received additional funding for these purposes since that time. An ongoing appropriation is necessary to ensure complex cases are litigated effectively. The success of legal actions often depends on expert witnesses and a willingness t...
	Similarly, many complex cases involve complex data analytics at the investigative stage and during litigation. Many of the cases handled by the AGO involve large companies. It has become increasingly common for these companies to produce millions of r...
